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Dear Parent/Guardian of Pathies member,

Firstly, I have below included the Pathies timetable for this final half-term of the school year. During the school summer break there will be no Pathies so the barbecue on the 23rd June will be our last activity of the school year. As is always the case, if for any of the activities the young person in your care requires a lift, then we should be able to arrange one if you let me know a couple of days beforehand. 

Secondly, we will be doing something unusual on Friday 25th June: attending a gig! A Christian band called 'The Band With No Name' will be playing one of their final gigs before they disband at Wirral Christian centre, a large church in Birkenhead. This should prove to be an enjoyable, high energy night. However, given that the gig is taking place at a different venue we will require permission for each young person to come from their legal guardian. Furthermore, we will be looking to book and pay for tickets up front so we would like payment up front (asap) if young people plan on coming. The cost might alter slightly depending on how many of our young people wish to come, but it will be between £4.50-£5. Therefore we would ask for £5 and then if it does turn out to be £4.50, we will reimburse the 50p in the weeks following at Pathies. So with all that in mind, we would ask that the young people bring the form, completed and signed, along with £5 the next time they are at Pathies, as we will need to know definite numbers as soon as possible.

Finally, if you are the parent of a year 7 or 8 boy, then they might have mentioned to you that we are planning to do an additional year 7-8 lads' group this half-term on top of Friday nights. In fact we have been planning this for some time now, but making it a reality has proved problematic. Anyway, we are still planning to run such a group over 5-6 weeks of this half-term, assuming we are able to make it happen. It is hoped that the group will be an informal, conversational & fun group giving the boys the opportunity to consider the Christian faith in more detail. It will very likely take place on a Wednesday night but further details will be communicated to the boys in the very near future if we can get it going!
